The program is expected to help the
students have a vision for their future as leaders that can make a change in the world and think about
their career plans from broad perspectives. In Memory of the late Jiro Murase, who made exceptional

contributions to the U.S.-Japan relations, the project will be undertaken as Jiro Murase Memorial
Scholarship with the generous support of U.S.-Japan Foundation, Tokyo Club, Japanese American
Association of New York, Japan Society and individual donors.
